Top tips for a perfect delivery. Make sure:

This product is too big for 
the pallet.

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TPN Top Tips: Packaging

This drum is barely secured. These rugs lean over the base. These tiles should be stacked flat,
not vertically.

These pallets are great examples of how to stack and package.

Rolls, stacked, supported,
and shrink wrapped

Drums, tied down

Rolls banded together 
and then wrapped

Strong crate with shrink
wrap around tiles
